Students are required to attend 2 days of training: Wednesday. June 17, and Thursday, June 18.   The training is required for entry into the Service Learning Summer Program.  Training will be held at Olympic High School in Room 16, from 8:00 – 12:00 each day.  Olympic High School is located at 2730 Salvio Street in Concord.
Registration:   Students interested in joining Service Learning to make up a failed English class should see their vice principal or student services coordinator to get enrolled in the program.
Program Overview and Schedule:  This very special program differs from the regular summer school schedule.  Please be sure you understand the difference before you decide to sign up and join the program.

· Training begins on Wednesday, June 17.  Training is required as part of the Service Learning Program.
· You will receive 5 English make-up credits for a failed grade and 5 elective credits for successful completion of the program.  No partial credit can be issued, so you must complete the entire program and receive a passing grade.
· You may receive a letter of recommendation from your supervisor that you can use for possible future employment or for your application to college.
· You must attend both days of the training in order to be placed in an elementary classroom.  
· Your elementary classroom placement with the children will begin on Friday, June 19 and end on July 17.  You will be required to attend one additional day, Monday, July 20 to turn in your Language Arts Journal, and celebrate your successful completion of the program.  
If enough placements are available at each elementary school site, students will be placed at the school of their choice.  As this is not always possible, some students may have to commute to a school that is a little farther away from their home.   Students are responsible for providing their own transportation to and from their assigned school.
